· 1 carton holds approximately 1 single kitchen cupboard

BOOKS
· 1 carton holds approximately 3 ft. of shelf space


MISCELLANEOUS
· 1 carton holds approximately 1 single medium cupboard

FOOD STORES/DRINK
· 1 carton holds approximately 1 single kitchen cupboard

LINEN
· 1 carton holds approximately 1 airing cupboard shelf

CLOTHING
· 1 wardrobe carton holds approximately 2 ft. of hanging space


HINTS 

For doing your own packing

LARGER & HEAVIER ITEMS OF CHINA

Always pack these in the bottom of the box first and fill with smaller and lighter items for the top half of the box.  Special removal cartons are available on loan for your use.

PACKING

Ensure that sufficient packing material is placed between each item to prevent movement and eventual damage.  Pack all plates, saucers and dishes on their edge.  This is the strongest part of the item.  On the second and third layer, pack cups, mugs and glasses on their sides.

PICTURES & MIRRORS

These should never be laid flat as this will break them.  Always stand them on their edge and keep the tallest items to the side of the box, working into the middle with gradual decreasing sizes.  Pictures and mirrors larger than cartons will be packed by the removal staff.

COMPACT DISCS AND TAPES

These should be stored or packed into smaller cartons.  Do not pack with other goods.

BOOKS

Should be packed into smaller cartons, on their edge with the spines facing upwards to a maximum of two layers deep or twelve inches, depending on the size of the books.

Books are very heavy, so please do not pack them into large cartons.

DO NOT – Overfill the boxes as they cannot be stacked on top of each other

BEDDING, PILLOWS, DUVETS & LINEN

Can be packed in long cartons supplied by Robinsons and should be taped to prevent contents falling out.  Bedding that is to be used on the day of unloading should be labelled accordingly to assist making beds for that night.

HANGING CLOTHES

These should not be packed as this will cause unnecessary work for yourself.  We will be pleased to supply portable wardrobe cartons on the day of removal to move all hanging adult clothing.

LABELLING

Label all boxes, bags and cartons to make it easy for yourselves and the removal team during the unloading, as obviously some boxes do not need to be unpacked on the day of the removal.

CARTONS

Ensure that the boxes or cartons that you are using for your packing are in a sound and strong condition.
